20 minutes from 11:00am-4:00pm. This is 
a rare event as the tower has never been 
open to the public.

Please note people need to be able bodied and dextrous as their will be a certain 
amount of ladder climbing to reach the tower parapets.  
We are lucky, this is the week of the Church Flower Festival, so there will be lots to 
see and plenty of refreshments.

Update August 2011 
 
For those wanting to know when the bells are in we will have a clear decision once we 
know the outcome of the Heritage Lottery Fund. It is hoped that this will be successful 
allowing the start of the work on the old four and installing the new ring of eight. We will 
know in as little as 8 weeks!  
 
The eight have been cast at Whitechapel and are currently with Nicholson’s engineering 
while a frame is constructed. The tenor was aptly named Fabian Stedman and donated by 
the Bell Restoration Fund. All the other donors were local ringers with one exception the 
Hereford Ringing Course & Moreton Family.  
 
The ring ended up with a tenor in the key of D, 4-1-27 and tuned to a concert pitch of 
middle A = 435hz. You can obtain figures from the Doves website.
